























Southern Forests

The eastern boundary of the world heritage
is lined with a ribbon of some of the most
spectacular forests in the world. These valleys
have undisputed world heritage values but
have been excluded from the World Heritage
Ared af the behest of logging inferests.

Including such iconic areas as the Weld, the
Upper Horentine and the Styx valley, ancient
eucalypts fower over mature rainforests in these
areas.

These forests are also some of the most carbon
rich in the world - carbon that is released 1o the
atmosphere when they are logged, mostly for

Their profection through the moratorium
and the implementation of the Statement
of Principles will represent the culmination
of decades of effort by many thousands of
Australians fo reverse the decline in quality
and extent of our native forest estate.

with the natural environment in our country.
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
